* Great, fantastic, mind-blowing, with a twist at the end, amazing,

awesome, exciting, intriguing, staggering, breathtaking, fascinating,
predictable/unpredictable, bizarre, dull, incomprehensible



A review is usually written for an English-
language magazine, newspaper or website.

a personal opinion about something which the
writer has experienced (e.g. a film, a holiday, a

Description and explanation are key functions

for this task, and a review will normally include
a recommendation to the reader.
